1. Is the patient’s latest serum lithium levels (taken at least within the last 3-6 months as per recommendations) between 0.6-0.8 mmol/L (unless specified otherwise by a specialist). Y/N/ N/A(Yes/no /Not applicable)
2. Does the  patient have an estimated glomerular filtration rate (eGFR) test recorded in the past 6 months. Where this has dropped significantly, therapy has been re-assessed.  Y/N
3. When starting new medicines interacting with Lithium / issuing interacting ‘when required’ medicines (therefore increasing the risk of toxicity), has the patient had  information at initiation and a review of therapy within  3-6 months of the change (in line with check of Lithium level). Patients who are prescribed long-term interacting medicines have had a review of therapy within the last 12 months. Y/N/NA
